Not exactly the quotation that I usually begin with in my pastorõs column, 

huh? Did you like my revision of the noun òhome teamó? I just replaced it with a proper noun. 

And by proper, I mean, the way it should be rendered. Ha!  

I guess the quote is not very scriptural, but it is a song that is still sung by both young and 

old, some 111 years after it was written, which is more than I can say for some of our most com-

monly known hymns! To me, it is a song that reminds us of one of the best things about North 

American life.  

  

This week, major league baseball will begin its season for 2019. Traditionally, the season 

began on April 1, but that has changed over the last several years.
